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This is the Center's third annual lobbying report, providing the first-ever year-to-year comparisons of lobbying spending on Capitol Hill. It provides the most revealing picture yet of the industries and interest groups that fund and deploy the army of lobbyists that constitute Washington's $1.45 billion influence industry. This online version offers background on lobbying, lists of top spenders, and includes 20 profiles of various industries' political spending patterns as well as other features on the top lobbying firms and issues.
